Alright! ItQspringXas long as the weather holds anyway. And since weQe the Fire Department, we like you to have fun, but we also like you
and your families to be safe. Honestly, | could go on and on about safety, but there are a few simple things we at the FD want you to be
especially safe with:

Grilling!
First off, nothing tastes better than charcoal. LetQ get that out of the way right now. It cooks more evenly and flares up less. The taste is
second to none (unless you@e one of those people who smoke their meat or veggies also). But there are a few key things to keep in mind:

9 Keep your charcoal in a dry place. [t@no good to you wet and it can become unsafe if it does

9 If you use a &chimneyé to heat your coals, great. But if you strictly use lighter fluid, keep it out of reach of your children

9 After you have it lit, DONQ spray it into the flames. The kids want to be like you. Be smart and set a good example. Lighters and
matches. Yeah, we still see kids playing with them. Help them by helping us keep them safe!

T No grilling on balconies. ItQ not allowed, and the worst part is it puts not just you, but your neighbors safety at stake as well.

Outdoor Fireplaces!

Thankfully, they are allowed, but there is an ordinance dictating how they are used. LetQ all be safe so we can all keep enjoying them.

They need to be commercially constructed, not homemade. That means purchased at a store. Digging a hole and surrounding it with
logs isn@a fire pit. ItQa hazard.

9 Only clean fuels are allowed. Burning your yard waste is a no-no. No leaves and no cut down bushes allowed. Clean fuel burns and
travels up on a column of heat. Burning grass stinks and goes sideways into your neighborQ@ house.

I There must be an extinguishing agent at hand. Garden hoses count! So if you are going to use a fire pit, take precautions and keep an

extinguishing device within 20 feet.

It needs to be screened in and covered at all times. Put it on a non-flammable surface and off of balconies and decks.

Keep your fireplace ten feet away from any structure or combustible material.

It needs to be attended by a person. Not a child or and certainly not a pet. A grown up.

Flames can®@go over one foot above the top of the fireplace. No raging

bonfires.

I It cannot be used between the hours of midnight and 6 AM. Even if
everything is done properly, if the smoke goes into a neighbors home,
itQ a nuisance and has to be extinguished.

This is Municipal Ordinance #1084. Feel free to stop by and pick up a copy
or check the City website. Don@® leave your kids outside with the fireplace
by themselves. All children have a natural curiosity about fire. LetQ teach
them the right way with respect for our safety and the safety of our
neighbors.

The last thing | want to mention are smoke detectors. You sure don@® hear
about them as often as you used to. But you sure hear them mentioned
when thereQ a fatality or someone loses their home. So letQ run down the
list:

f Vacuum them weekly

Test them monthly

Replace the battery when you change your clocks

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If you sleep with your door closed, there should be a smoke detector in the room

as well as outside it.

I Keep the detector at least 6 inches away from the wall when mounted on the
ceiling and 6 inches away from the ceiling when mounted on the wall

 If you want to make it easy on yourself, replace them with a detector that has a

sealed 10 year lithium. ItQ one less thing to worry about.

LEAD SERVICE LI NES

The City of St. Francis received funding from the Wisconsin Department of Natural Resources Safe Drinking Water Loan Program to assist
property owners in replacing lead water service laterals on their private property.

Over the past few years, there has been a lot of information about possible issues with having a lead water service. A water service is the
pipe that is connected to the watermain in the street and the water meter inside the house. There is a curb stop along this line. The curb
stop is approximately at the curb but can often be located between the curb and the property line. The portion of the water service lateral
between the watermain in the street and the curb stop is the public side of the water service lateral and is owned by the City of Milwaukee
Water Works. City of Milwaukee Water Works also owns and operates the water system in St. Francis. The portion of the water service
lateral between the curb stop and the meter in the house is the private side which is the responsibility of the property owner.

The City of St. Francis obtained funding from the Wisconsin DNR to assist property owners with replacement of the lead laterals. The City
was granted $300,000 in 2017 and has been granted an additional $150,000 in 2018 to assist property owners in replacing their private side
lead water service lateral. The City has reviewed the funding, trying to assist as many property owners as possible. Property owners who
have a private side lead water service replaced by a City prequalified plumber can qualify for reimbursements up to $5,000. (It is between
the property owner and the prequalified plumber if payment must be made before the reimbursement is made.) It will take between 60
and 90 days to provide the reimbursement to the property owner. We estimate that this funding will assist approximately 90 property
owners. Roughly 45 property owners signed up and reimbursed from this program to date.

Emerald Ash Borer Update

This summer, the City of St Francis will continue to battle the Emerald Ash Borer (EAB) with the assistance of WDNR. The City received an
Urban Forestry Grant for $25,000 to help fund the trunk injection of approximately 650 ash trees for protection against EAB. In 2015 and
2016, the City treated 774 ash trees on public property. These ash trees require treatment for EAB every 2 to 3 years.

As a homeowner, you will need to decide if ash trees located on your private property are worth protecting. Otherwise, the EAB will
eventually decide for you and could leave you with the responsibility for the dead tree removal. The cost for protection is determined by
tree size and method of treatment.

The EAB damages a treeQ ability to transport food and water, leading to die back and decline. Once the EAB infests an ash tree, if not
treated, will die within a few years.

Only ash (Fraxinus) trees are attacked by the Emerald Ash Borer, including white, green, black and blue. Note that Mountain Ash is not a
true ash and is not attacked. Ash trees can be identified by their opposite branching pattern and compound leaves with 5 to 11 toothed
leaflets. Symptoms of EAB in ash trees include: crown die-back and decline; S-shaped tunnels under the bark; D-shaped exit holes; larvae
under the bark and woodpecker damage (woodpeckers eat the larvae).

Homeowners concerned with conditions of an ash tree on their property, may decide to contact a tree service company they are familiar
with or an ISA certified arborist to evaluate the tree. A listing of certified
arborists may be found on the Wisconsin Arborist Association website:

All St. Francis residents are asked NOT to transport firewood from St
Francis to other locations. EAB has been confirmed in 48 of 72 Counties
in Wisconsin and the State is quarantined.

Currently, the alternative to EAB treatment is ash removal. Treatment of
o selected ash trees helps to maintain tree diversity and canopy, while
| newly planted trees become established.

| The City of St Francis continues to monitor its street and park ash trees
for EAB and evaluate for future treatment or removal. The City stopped
planting ash trees in 2007.

Storm sewers carry rainwater and snowmelt to Lake Michigan. This
stormwater, together with other pollutants, is discharged without
treatment. Help keep Lake Michigan clean by following these
simple tips:

I Do not allow soil, leaves or grass clippings to accumulate on
your driveway, sidewalk or in the street;

I Sweep up (do not wash down) fertilizer and or soil off
driveways and walkways;

I Do not use the storm sewer for disposing of motor oil,
antifreeze, pesticides, paints, solvents or any chemicals;

I Dispose of pet wastes by flushing them down the toilet or bury
it in the yard;
I Clean up after you pet while on a walk. It is a City ordinance.

I Cut the weeds, trim the shrubs, dispose of the trash from the
alleys. Overgrowth provides a habitat for mice, rats, other vermin,
as well as detracts from the overall appearance of the City.

Every Drop Counts : Help Protect Lake Michigan!

We each use about 65 gallons of water a day. The water comes
from Lake Michigan and is returned to Lake Michigan through your
sanitary sewer lateral after being treated by the Milwaukee Metro-
politan Sewerage District Treatment Plants at either Jones Island or
South Shore. Many sanitary sewer laterals are old and cracked so
that rain and/or ground water get into the sanitary sewer lateral
especially during heavy rains. You can help reduce the risk of
sanitary sewer overflows and help reduce the amount of water
used by following these tips:

1. Fix Leaks. Nationally, 14% of the water we pay for goes down
the drain due to leaky plumbing.

2. Reduce the amount of water used by 1/3 or more by installing
low-flow showerheads, faucets, and toilets.

3. Wait to do laundry until the storm passes. Always wash in full
loads. New washing machines use 35-50% less water and
energy.

4, Take a short shower. With a low-flow showerhead, an 8
minute shower uses about 17 gallons of water. A typical bath
uses 24 gallons.

5. Turn off the water while you brush your teeth or shave and
save 5 gallons of water or more every morning.

6. Keep drinking water in the refrigerator instead of running the
faucet until the water is cool.

7. Don® wash fruits and vegetables under running water, use a
bowl instead.

8. Before pouring water down the drain, consider other uses for it

such as watering a plant or garden and please never use your
toilet as a trash can.

Water In Basement:

If your sanitary sewer is backing up in your basement — this is an
emergency. To speak to someone call 481-2300 Monday through
Friday between 8am and 4:30pm. After hours or on weekends,
call 481-2232.

Pollution Reduction:

There are many ways to help keep Lake Michigan and the
Kinnickinnic River clean. Property owners can use rain barrels or
rain gardens on their property to help reduce the amount of rain
water that goes into the sewers and eventually to Lake Michigan or
the Kinnickinnic River if you live on the southwest side of the City.

The
City is a partner with Sweet Water Trust. Please remember it is
illegal to connect downspouts and sump pumps to the sanitary
sewer or floor drain in your basement.

Report a Spill:

Anyone witnessing the dumping or spilling of oil, antifreeze, or any
other hazardous substance can report the spill to the Department
of Natural Resources on their 24-hour hotline at 1-800-943-0003.

2018 Fall Leaf Collection:

The City will be collecting leaves this year starting Monday,
September 24, 2018. The last day to put leaves in the gutter will be
Sunday, November 25, 2018. The leaves are collected citywide
beginning on one side of the City and working toward the opposite
side. It takes about one week during the peak of leaf collection to
make one trip throughout the City. Please place only leaves in the
gutter; no branches or garden waste.

Brush Estimates:

Branches or tree stumps can be picked up by the City for a fee.
Call 481-2300 during office hours for information.

Storm Damage:

After a storm, large, wind damaged branches will be picked up by
the City at no cost. Call 481-2300 during office hours for more
information.
