New Garbage and Recycl

The City has changed vendors to Johns Disposal Service for waste and recycling services
from Waste Management.

The contract with Waste Management expired in November of 2019. Although the City
requested to extend our contract under the same terms, they would only grant a 6-month
extension. The City decided to request garbage and recycling service quotes from the two
main waste/recycle haulers in our area: Waste Management and Johns Disposal Service.

The Waste Management proposal removed some of the services that were provided
under the current contract, and changed the bulk collection to a $25 service fee per item.
The Johns Disposal Service proposal expanded the items collected curbside to include
used motor and cooking oils, tires, and electronics - with no additional fee to the resident.
They also proposed to allow two bulk collections per residence per month with no
additional fee.

The Common Council decided that the increase in items collected at the curb, and the
opportunity for more frequent bulk collections was of greater benefit to the residents, and
voted to make the change in vendors.

Waste Management garbage/recycle carts will be collected at the end of June, and service
with Johns Disposal Service will begin during the week of June 29th.
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NEW GARBAGE/ RECYCLE

The change in garbage / recycling vendors will result in some
changes for your weekly collection. Some of those changes are as
follows:

Carts

Garbage carts will now be brown and recycle carts will be green.
Carts will be marked Johns Disposal Service, and will be dropped off
beginning the week of June 15th. They will be dropped off in the
front of your property regardless of where your garbage/recycle
collection occurs. The location of the garbage/recycle collection
will stay the same — either in the front or rear of your property as it
has always been, but the carts have to be delivered to your address
in the front of your property. All carts will be linked to your
address. The Johns Disposal Service carts will not start being used
until the week of June 29th, 2020. If additional carts are needed,
it will be arranged directly with Johns Disposal Service for a
nominal fee. When the Johns Disposal Service carts are dropped
off, they will have additional information for you to assist with this
transition.

The carts provided by Waste Management will be collected by
Waste Management. The week of June 15th is a recycle week.
Waste Management will collect both garbage and recycling, and
after the recycling materials are collected, the recycling cart will
also be collected by Waste Management. During the week of June
22nd, the garbage materials will be collected (and any bulk items
since it is a bulk week) with the Waste Management garbage carts
also being collected that week.

Beginning the week of June 29th, 2020, you will use your Johns
Disposal Service carts. If you are unable to have your Waste
Management carts out for collection by Waste Management,
please call the City at (414) 481-2300 for information on getting the
cart(s) collected.

Garbage/Recycle Collection

Collection days will remain the same. (If for some reason collection
day has to change for your address, you will be notified directly.)
The time of collection may change; carts are to be placed at the
curb or in the alley no later than 6 AM. They can be placed out for
collection 24 hours in advance and must be put back onto your
property within 12 hours of collection. (This is the same as it has
been historically.) We highly recommend that for the first several
months of this transition, you put your garbage and recycling carts
out for collection by 6 AM so there is less chance of your collection
being missed. Garbage collection will be every week and recycle
collection will remain at every other week.

Bulk Collection
Bulk collection has changed. Each residential property now can
have 2 bulk collections per month up to 24 collections per year.
If you have bulk waste for collection, you will have to call Johns
Disposal Service at (262) 473-4700 to schedule the collection.

Johns Disposal Services will keep track of the number of bulk
collections used by each property. Johns Disposal Service typically
has bulk collection trucks in the area every week so it is easy for
them to come to St. Francis and collect your bulk items.

The items that can be set out for bulk collection has expanded. In
addition to current items picked up, you may also include used
motor and cooking oils, up to 8 small vehicle tires (sedan, SUV,
pickup trucks for example) per year, automotive antifreeze,
appliances including air conditioners, washing machine, dryer, etc.
and lead acid batteries. Twice per year, residents can use a bulk
collection for the collection of one (1) electronic device such as a
TV, computer system (monitor, tower, keyboard), VCR, DVD player,
etc. at no additional charge. Yard waste must still be brought to
the City Municipal Garage Yard Waste Recycle Center.

Missed Collections
If your garbage/recycle cart(s) is missed, you will call Johns Disposal
Service at (262) 473-4700 and work directly with them. They are
local to the area and will know about the St. Francis account.

The City understands that this will be a transition for everyone.
Waste Management has been an excellent provider of service to
the City and we cannot thank them enough for all they have done
for our residents. The drivers on the routes have been outstanding
for many, many years, and the City thanks them for their service
and wishes them well as they continue on in other communities.
We are looking forward to the same excellent service from Johns
Disposal Service!

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ItQ safe to say, the Spring Election held on April 7, 2020 was
unlike any election we have ever experienced. With the help
of our Engineering, DPW, and Fire Departments, our three
polls were condensed into one socially distanced event
successfully held in the Fire Department equipment bay.
Navigating such an event with so much rapidly changing
information was challenging to say the least, but our Election
Day was successful in no small part thanks to our dedicated
Election Inspectors and our understanding community!

The Common Council has determined that the safest way to
conduct the remaining 2020 elections on August 11th and
November 3rd, is to hold them in a combined space in the
Fire Department equipment bay as we did in April. Set up will
be socially distanced, and we recommend that you wear a
mask, and bring your own black, ballpoint pen if you desire to
vote in person. We also appreciate your patience, as we will
work to limit the number of voters in the space at one time.

Absentee Voting

The Clerk@Q Office strongly recommends absentee voting for
2020 Elections. The ClerkQ Office processed more than 2,700
absentee ballots for the April election, and after the initial
rush of requests, our team was very efficient in getting ballots
out to those who requested ballots by mail. Our office is also
open Monday through Friday from 8:00 AM - 5:00 PM for
in-person absentee voting (also called Gearly votingé for the
two full weeks prior to elections: July 27th - August 7th and
October 19-30th. Unregistered voters may also register to
vote in the ClerkQ office during this time.

ARE YOU

Register online at www.myvote.wi.gov, or by mail:
- Deadline for August 11th is July 22nd.
- Deadline for November 3rd is October 14th.

You may also request an absentee ballot to vote by mail. If
you requested a ballot for April and provided a photo ID with
your request, you will not be prompted to provide photo ID
with a new request. The fastest way to request a ballot is to
request one online using the MyVote website:
www.myvote.wi.gov.

The MyVote website is easy to use, but if you do not use a
computer or wish to request an absentee ballot without using
a computer, you can provide us your request in writing. Your
request should contain your full name and address, and
which election you would like a ballot for. A copy of your
photo ID should accompany your request.

City Tree Planting

The City of St. Francis has an annual treq
planting program. Each year, the City plants
trees where old or damaged trees have been
removed. To do this, the City hires a contrac-
tor to remove the stumps by grinding them out.
City crews then fill in the holes left by the
ground stumps with topsoil. We then plant the
replacement trees. Sometimes the replacemen
trees go in the same location and sometimes thg
location is adjusted based upon many things suc
as water lateral location, street light location,
and other trees in the area. If we do not replant
a tree in the hole left by the stump removal, we
plant seed after all the trees are planted. We do
this because we want the topsoil to settle a little
bit so we can add any more soil when we plant
the seed. We then provide a notice to the
property with instructions on how to care for
the tree or grass seed. Please remember to
mow the areas that are seeded. If an area need
more seed, please call the City.

Open Housing

Section 106.50 of the Wisconsin Statutes, entitled G0pen housing,€ makes it illegal to
unlawfully discriminate in housing. @Discriminate€ for purposes of the Open Housing
statute means to segregate, separate, exclude, or treat a person or class of persons
unequally in a manner described in Section 106.50(2), (2m), or (2r) because of sex,
race, color, sexual orientation, disability, religion, national origin, marital status, family
status, status as a victim of domestic abuse, sexual assault, or stalking, lawful source of
income, age, or ancestry.

Section 106.50 lists a number of discriminatory acts that are prohibited under the
Open Housing law. For example, it is illegal to discriminate:

91 By refusing to sell, rent, finance or contract to construct housing or by refusing to
negotiate or discuss terms;

9 By falsely representing that housing is unavailable for inspection, rental or sale;
and

By refusing to renew a lease, causing the eviction of a tenant from rental housing or
engaging in the harassment of a tenant.

The City of St. Francis has adopted Section 106.50 and made it part of the City Code of
Ordinances. A copy of the CityQ ordinance may be obtained at City Hall or by calling
(414) 481-2300.

The City will initially attempt to resolve discrimination complaints. If an acceptable
resolution for both parties is not reached, the City may issue a citation or forward the
complaint and any findings to appropriate state and federal agencies.

In addition to contacting the City, an individual can pursue complaints under both
state and federal fair housing laws. Under Wisconsin@ Open Housing Law, a person
has one year after the act of discrimination occurred or ended to file a complaint with
the State of Wisconsin Equal Rights Division (ERD) of the Department of Workforce
Development. A victim of discrimination also has one year after the alleged violation
occurred or ended to file a civil action (lawsuit) for violation of the Open Housing law,
however, the time period is tolled while an administrative proceeding under the Open
Housing law is pending. Additional information concerning Wisconsin@ Open Housing
law and how to file a complaint, may be obtained from the Department of Workforce
Development (www.dwd.wisconsin.gov).

Discrimination is also prohibited under federal law. A compliant may be filed with the
Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD) regarding discrimination
prohibited under the 1968 Federal Fair Housing Act (FFHA). Additional information
concerning the Fair Housing Act and the complaint process utilized by HUD may be
obtained at www.hud.gov.

Johns Disposal Service carts (brown-
garbage, green-recycle) shall be placed
for collection at ground level at the alley/
curb.

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Summertime Reminders

Rummage sale, garage sale, advertising or other such signs cannot
be placed on streets, sidewalks or other public right-of-ways, nor
can they be attached to utility poles. lllegally posted signs will be
removed by the Police Department.

City Ordinance prohibits the sale, possession or use of illegal
fireworks, except paper caps, snakes and sparklers. Fines start at
$187.00 for possession.

Curfew is 11:00 PM - 5:00 AM for individuals 16 and under. Please
make sure your children are home and safe prior to curfew. Fines
can result for those 16 and under found out in the community after
11:00 PM. Again, this is for their safety!

Outdoor Fireplaces

Ordinance #245-9 Use of outdoor fireplaces is permitted, provided
that:

A. Such outdoor fireplace is assembled and used according to the
manufacturer's instructions. No barrels or homemade units are
permitted. Such shall not exceed four feet in height, width or depth.
B. Only clean fuels are used, such as firewood. No trash, bulk papers,
painted woods or the like are to be burned.

C. Such outdoor fireplace shall have a screen and be covered at all

times when in use and placed on a nonflammable surface. Outdoor
fireplaces shall not be used on balconies, wood decks or other
similar surfaces.

D. An outdoor fireplace shall be located at least 10 feet from any
structure or any combustible material while in use.

E. An extinguishing device shall be kept within 20 feet when such
outdoor fireplace is in use.

F. An outdoor fireplace shall be attended by a competent person at
all times when in use.

G. Such outdoor fireplace shall not be used in such a manner that
smoke or fumes go into any residences or residential dwelling units.
H. Flames shall not exceed one foot above the fire source or
otherwise become a safety hazard.

I. Outdoor fireplaces shall not be used between 12:00 midnight and
6:00 AM.

Summer Security Tips

The Police Department would like to remind homeowners of a few
simple tips to protect your home. If you are leaving on vacation,
remember that vacation checks can be requested by calling (414)
481-2232 (press 00¢ for Dispatch) or stop in the police department
during business hours.

Be a good neighbor and keep a watch out for each other. If you
notice anything suspicious, call 911 immediately and report it to the
police. If you are interested in being a member of a neighborhood
block watch, contact the police department.

The Insurance
Service Office
(ISO) recently
conducted an audit of our Fire Department. An area's ISO fire
score is a rating that determines how well the local fire
department can protect the community and homes within the
community. Insurance companies use this score to help set home
insurance rates, as a home that is less likely to be severely
damaged or destroyed by fire is cheaper to insure.

An ISO fire insurance rating, also referred to as a fire score or
Public Protection Classification (PPC), is a score from 1 to 10 that
indicates how well-protected your community is by the fire
department. In the ISO rating scale, a lower number is better: 1 is
the best possible rating, while a 10 means the fire department
did not meet the ISO's minimum requirements.

This is a rigorous testing that results in the following scoring

breakdown:

 50% comes from the quality of the local fire department
including staffing levels, personnel training, apparatus
maintenance and testing, fire inspection programs, and
proximity of the firehouse.

T 40% comes from availability of water supply, including the
prevalence of fire hydrants and how much water is available
for putting out fires.

T 10% comes from the quality of the area's emergency
communications systems (911).

An extra 5.5% comes from community outreach, including
fire prevention and safety courses.

(Any area that is more than 5 driving miles from the nearest fire

station is automatically rated a 10.)

We are pleased to announce that the ISO Awarded the St. Francis
Fire Department a Class 2 Public Protection Class (PPC) rating.

St. Francis Fire DepartmentQ Public Protection Class (PPC) survey
improved from a Class 4 to a Class 2 effective in 2020. The new
classification places the St. Francis Fire Department in the top 2%
(or) one of approximately only 40 communities in the State
of Wisconsin with a Class 2 ISO rating. This rating also means that
SFFD performs within the top 3% of fire departments nationwide.

As mentioned this grading schedule plays an important role in the
underwriting process at insurance companies. ISO documents
state that most insurers — including the largest ones — use PPC
information for underwriting and calculating premiums for
residential, commercial and industrial properties.

Look for the ISO Class 2 banner that will adorn the sides of our
vehicles!
