An illicit discharge is a substance
other than stormwater that is released
to a storm drain, swale, storm sewer,
or other system that moves, but does
not treat, stormwater before it is
directed into a stream, lake, or river.

Ditches and Culverts:
Your Connection to
Stormwater Drainage

Did you know that the ditches and
culverts you see in your neighborhood
are part of a neighborhood-wide storm
drainage system? These ditches are
designed to reduce flooding, winter-
icing, erosion, and pollution caused by

Some example sources of illicit discharges include: fast-moving, contaminated stormwater

runoff. Once the runoff enters these
ditches, it either infiltrates into the
ground, or is conveyed through the
neighborhood’s ditch system directly
into a nearby river, stream, or lake such
as Lake Michigan.

e Culvert: a tunnel carrying stormwater
under a driveway, road, or railroad.
