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HOW DOES THE BADGER BOOK WORK
ON ELECTION DAY?

Prior to Election Day, the poll book for the entire
municpuality is loaded onto the Badger Book. Badger
Books complete three tasks on Election Day:

® Check in voters

® Register new voters

® Process absentee ballots
After Election Day, participation data is taken from the
Badger Book and uploaded into WisVote. This data
includes in-person participation, absentee
participation, and information from Election Day voter
registrations.

ARE BADGER BOOKS SAFE?

There are multiple layers of security to protect the
system and voter information:
® Badger Books are NEVER connected to the
Internet
® Data loaded onto Badger Books comes directly
from WisVote (the statewide voter registration
system)
® Badger Books are password protected and each
poll worker has their own user credentials to log
into the application
® \/oter and participation data is encrypted and
secure
® Badger Books communicate via a wireless router,
but ONLY within the polling place
® Like a paper poll book, only the data necesary to
run an election is included. NO PERSONAL
IDENTIFIABLE INFORMATION (PII) IS
ACCESSIBLE
